NURSERY INDUCTION INFORMATION 2025

The staff, governors and pupils of Sealand School would like to welcome you and your child to our Nursery which is the start of their journey within our school. We hope you find your visit both enjoyable and informative and look forward to working in partnership with you to support your child.

School Prospectus

Your pack includes a current academic prospectus for our school which offers a summary of policy, procedure and practice at Sealand School. Please ensure you read the prospectus fully so that you understand what is provided and expected by us upon admission and throughout your child’s school journey with us. 
Our prospectus is updated annually every Autumn Term and the new prospectus will be available from September onwards via the school website or upon request from the office.
School Day

Nursery doors are opened at 8.40am. For safety reasons, children and parents must not enter the gate to the Early Years (EY) entrance before 8.40am. Nursery doors are secured at 8.55am when the bell rings. If you are late for school your child will need to enter school via the main reception area at the front of the school. 
Adults are requested to accompany their child to the EY gate where Nursery staff will meet them at the start of the session. The children are encouraged to come in by themselves to help foster independence. 
Nursery ends at 11.25 am. At the end of Nursery session your child should be collected by a known adult. Please inform staff, by note or telephone, if your child is being collected by someone other than yourself. 

School Uniform

Our children wear school uniform as it promotes a sense of belonging within the school community. Uniform items with the school logo can be purchased from Queensferry Sports in Queensferry.

Jewellery
For health and safety reasons our school policy is that jewellery is NOT to be worn in school. Please see our Prospectus for further guidance on management of pierced ears.

Labels
As there are many children within our Foundation Phase Unit, it is vital for all clothes, including shoes to be marked clearly with your child’s name either with preprinted sewn in labels or by marking the label of each item using a Sharpie pen.
P.E Kit
Friday will be P.E day. On this day please ensure that your child comes to school wearing blue/black tracksuit/jogging bottoms, a white or blue t-shirt with their school sweatshirt/cardigan over the top and trainers/pumps. Please see Prospectus for details regarding PE kit.
Spare Clothes
A complete change of indoor clothes in a named bag kept on their coat peg is always handy in case of the odd “accident”. It is less distressing if a child knows they have their own spare set of clothes to wear. If not toilet trained children can wear ‘pull ups’ for nursery but we would ask that you work with your health visitor over the summer to support toilet training. 

Milk
During the morning your child can enjoy a carton of milk which is provided free of charge by the local authority. The children participate in a social group session during this time to promote social and communication skills.
Snack
Please can you provide your child with a healthy snack each day. This can be a piece of fruit, yoghurt or healthy cereal bar. NO crisps, cakes, biscuits please. 
Please can you bring snack in a clearly named bag or box.
Allergies and Health
It is very important that staff are informed of any allergies or medical conditions your child might have. Please ensure these are noted on your Parental Information Form.
Tooth Brushing
Throughout Sealand Primary School we participate in the Welsh Assembly Government’s ‘Design to Smile’ initiative which actively encourages the children to brush their teeth during the nursery session. All the Nursery staff are trained in supporting the children to brush their teeth independently and hygienically. If you are happy for your child to brush their teeth then please can you read and sign the relevant consent form. 
Home- School Links
The school’s website is www.sealandcpschool.co.uk . The school’s website is a good way of staying up to date with past and future events within the school.
Throughout the school we use a digital platform called ‘Seesaw’ to share children’s work with parents. Photos, drawings and videos can be uploaded by staff in school and is updated weekly allowing you to be involved in your child’s learning.

It is important to check your child’s book bag regularly as important letters are sent home from time to time. Messages can also be sent to you from the school through ‘School Comms’. An information letter about School Comms is included within the Nursery induction pack.
