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The school day starts at 8:55 until 3:15. The doors will open from 8:40 for you to bring your child into school. Drop off at the Year 1 gate and collection from the Nursery gate.

· If you arrange for someone else to collect your child at the end of the day, please make sure you ring the school or inform a member of staff as for safe guarding reasons we are unable to allow your child to go home with another adult without your consent. 
School Dinners: 
· ALL Reception children are entitled to a free school meal each day. 
· Choice of two hot dinners each day on a 3-week rotation. Menus on school website.  

Free School Meals (FSM) –
If you are eligible you must apply online to qualify. If you have other children already receiving FSM in school, you still need to apply for every eligible child, including siblings. Medication
If your child needs medication then a parental consent form will need to be completed, eg. Anti-biotics, penicillin, paracetamol etc. We can only give your child medication if it has been prescribed. However, you may want to arrange with a member of staff to come to school to administer medication yourself. 
If your child has an inhaler, please ensure they have it in school at ALL times.
